Clause 2 of the Delhi Pact of S March firmly pegged down the scope of future discussions to the
scheme outlined at the first Round Table Conference session and defined 'reservations and
safeguards' to cover 'such matters as, for instance, defence; external affairs; the position of
minorities; the financial credit of India, and the discharge of obligations. Hence, option 2 1s corredt.

While Civil Disobedience prisoners were to be released, the relatively little attempt seems to have beer
made for saving the life of Bhagat Singh, and token concessions regarding salt and non-political
Swadeshi propaganda were more than counterbalanced by Gandhi giving up, after some strenuous
negotiations, his demands for an enquiry into police atrocities and return of confiscated lands
already sold to third parties (a concession which aroused very adverse reactions particularly in
Gujarat). Hence, option 3 is correct.

The Poona Pact refers to an agreement between B. R. Ambedkar and Mahatma Gandhi on
the reservation of electoral seats for the depressed classes in the legislature of British India
government. Hence, Option 4 is NOT one of the provisions of the Gandhi-Irwin Pact.

It was made on 24 September 1932 at Yerwada Central Jail in Poona, India and was signed by
Mahatma Gandhi, B.R Ambedkar and some other leaders as a means to end the fast that Gandhi was
undertaking in jail as a protest against the decision by British prime minister Ramsay MacDonald to
give separate electorates to depressed classes for the election of members of provincial legislative
assemblies in British India.
