The Northern Mountains
Origin of the Himalayas

» Himalayas originated in the tertiary period.
» Himalayas grew out of the Tethys Geosyncline.

» Plate motion along the Tethys sea caused sediments to get compressed.
» The Himalayas are still in a state of constant ascent.
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1. Trans Himalayas

» The ranges beyond the Himalayas are called the Trans-
Himalayas.

Consist of Three Ranges

» Karakoram Range, Ladakh and Zaskar.
» Karakoram is famous for its glaciers. (Siachen Glacier lies in the valley

of R. Nubra)
» Highest peak of Karakoram is Mt. K2.
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2.The Himalayas

» The Himalayas comprise of three parallel ranges.

» The Greater Himalayas, The lesser Himalayas and The Siwaliks.
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Greater Himalayas

» The Greater Himalayas or the Himadri Is called the abode of snow.
» Avg. height is more than 6000 mt.
» The highest peak of the world Mt. Everest lies here.

» To the western end of the Himalayas lies Nanga Parbat and to the east
lies Namcha barwa.

» Mt. Everest is also called Sagarmatha or Chonglungma by the Tibetans.
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Lesser Himalayas

» Avg. height 3500 to 4500 km
» Known by various local names.
1.Pir Panjal : J & K
2.Dhola Dhar : H.P.
3.Mussorie and Nag Tibba : Uttarakhand.
4.Mahabharata lekh in Uttarakhand.

» Most major hill stations lie in the lesser Himalayas viz. Simla, Ranikhet,
Landsdowne, Mussorie, Nainital etc.
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Greater Himalayas

Important passes

1. Burzil and Zojila: J & K
2. Bara lacha la and Shipki la : Himachal Pradesh.
3.Thag la, Niti la and Lipulekh : Uttarakhand.

4.Nathu la and jelep la : Sikkim.
Note : Highest peak of India Kanchenjunga lies here.
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Shiwalik Range

» Outer most range of the Himalayas.
» Extends from the Potwar Plateau in Pakistan to the Brahmaputra valley.

» Itis almost a continuous range except for a small gap made by Tista and
Raidak rivers jointly.

> Local Names : Dafla, Abor, Miri and Mishmi in Arunachal Pradesh.



Purvanchal Himalayas

» After Dihang gorge the Himalaya take a southward turn and forms the
purvanchal .

Hills of the Purvanchal

1.Patkol Bum : Arunachal Pradesh.

2.Naga Hills : Nagaland.

3.Manipur Hills : Manipur.

4.Mizo hills or Mishmi hills : Mizoram.

5.Barail Range : Separate the Naga hills and Manipur hills.
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Hills of the Purvanchal

6.The purvanchal ranges continue south into the Arakan yoma as an extension.

7.The Barail range extends westwards into the Garo, Khasi and Jayantia hills in Meghalaya.
8.Highest peak of the Naga hills is Saramati.

9.Highest peak of Mizo hills is Blue mts.

» Mt K2 is also called Godwin Austin and Qoqir.

» The ladakh plain is divided into several regional plains viz : The Aksai chin, Lingzi
Tang , Depsang plains and Chang chenmo.
