Mahatma Gandhi: Education

When Gandhi was 9 years old he went to a local school at Rajkot
and studied the basics of arithmetic, history, geography, and
languages. At the age of 11, he went to a high school in Rajkot.
Because of his wedding, at least about one year, his studies were
disturbed and later he joined and completed his schooling. He
joined Samaldas college in Bhavnagar in 1888 at Gujarat. Later,
one of his family friend Mavji Dave Joshi to pursue further studies
l.e. law in London. Gandhiji was not satisfied with the studies at
Samaldas College and so he became excited by the London
proposal and managed to convince his mother and wife that he will
not touch non-veg, wine, or women.
