No change of tense for:

• universal truth

• habitual action

• historical event

• imaginary statement
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2. INTERROGATIVE SENTENCES:

• ‘Say’ is converted into ‘asked’, enquired of, wanted
to know (of), etc.

• If the Reported speech contains questions 
beginning with “wh” i.e. who, what , why, whom, etc, 
than ''that'' is not used before the reported speech.

• If the reported speech contains a question with 
helping verb, we should add if / whether before 
reported speech.

 He asked me where I lived. (Correct)

Q.2. He said to me, “what will you eat today?”

 He asked me what  I would eat that day.

Q.3. Raman said to  Anuj, “Can you lend me the car”?

 Raman asked Anuj if / whether he could lend him 
the car.

Q.4. He asked, “Are you going to Delhi?”

 He asked if/whether I was going to Delhi. 9
