‘Tense’ originates from a Latin word ‘tempus’ 
which means Time, Tense can be understood as 
that form of the verb that indicates time :

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Past Tense

Present Tense

Future Tense

TENSE



RULE 1:

It is used to express an action that is habitual/routine.

Words indicating it- always, often, usually, habitually, 

hardly, once a week, generally, etc.

SOLVE:

• He is taking medicines once a week.

• Children are going to school everyday.

• He is hardly talking to his friends nowadays.
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Simple Present ( Present Indefinite )



RULE 2:

To express universal truths.

SOLVE:

• Too many cooks are spoiling the broth.

• Practice is making a man perfect.
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RULE 3:

Use present  tense (generally) in a 

commentary/ telecast of news on radio or 

television.

SOLVE:

• Ganguly is running after the ball and throws 

it on the stumps.

• Hrithik Roshan is playing the role of a villain 

in this film.
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RULE 4:

To express fixed programme or plan of 

future.

SOLVE:

• The show will begin at 2 p.m. in the 

afternoon.

• The school/college reopens after vacations.

• The train leaves at 5pm since it is running 

late.
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
