 Subject + V1 (eat) + Object: (Active)

Ravi eats an apple. (Active).

 Sub + is / am + V3 (eaten) + by + Agent: (Passive)

An apple is eaten by Ravi. (Passive)

2. Present Continuous: 

 Subject + is / am / are + verb + ing + object: (Active)

Ravi is eating an apple. (Active).

 Sub + is / am / are + being + V3 + by + agent:(Passive) 

An apple is being eaten by Ravi. (Passive)

3. Present Perfect:

 Sub + have / has + V3 +  object (Active)

Ravi has eaten an apple. (Active)

Sub + have / has + been + V3 + by + Agent. (Passive)

An apple has been eaten by Ravi. (Passive)

4. Past Indefinite: 

Sub + V2 + Object. (Active)

Ravi ate an apple. (Active).

Sub + was / were + V3 + by + Object. (Passive)

An apple was eaten by Ravi. (Passive)

5. Past Continuous: 

 Subject + was / were + V + ing + Object. (Active) 

Ravi was eating an apple. (Active)

 Subject + was + being + V3 + by + Agent. (Passive)

An apple was being eaten by Ravi. (Passive)

6. Past Perfect:

 Subject + had + V3 + Object (Active)

Ravi had eaten an apple. (Active)

 Sub + had been + V3 + by + Agent (Passive)

An apple had been eaten by Ravi. (Passive)

7. Future Indefinite: 

Subject + shall / will + V1 + Object. (Active)

I shall eat an apple. (Active)

Subject + will / shall + V3 + by + Agent. (Passive)

An apple will be eaten by me. (Passive)

8. Future Perfect: 

Subject + will / shall have + V3 + Object (Active)

Ravi shall have eaten an apple. (Active)

Subject + will have been + by + Agent. (Passive)

An apple shall have been eaten by Ravi. (Passive)
