not    prepositional H.V.  sub.

phrase

not + a prepositional phrase or a clause 

in initial position:.



Only by working hard did he get success.

Adverbial Expression

Only+ adverbial expression.

Only yesterday, only the day before yesterday, only last 

month, only after a year, only in a few countries, only 

in this way, only then.

Example: Only yesterday did he die.



So beautiful was the girl that nobody could talk of anything else. .

So       Adj.   H.V.

'so + adjective...that':.

the girl was so beautiful that nobody 

could talk of anything else.



So beautifully did she sing that everybody appreciated.

So    Adverb of manner

So + adverb of manner, follows 

inversion



Little    did    I realize the danger I faced.

Little   H.V.  Sub.

Sentence beginning with ‘little’ follows 

inversion.



Seldom have I seen such a beautiful sight.

ANSWER: No error

seldom/ hardly/ rarely/ scarcely follows 

inversion.



Under a tree was lying a tired old man.

On a hill, in the valley, round the corner, under the table, outside the 

gate, along the northern/southern frontier etc follows inversion.



Never does she come here.

No error.

He is never wrong.(after “to be”)

She never comes here. (Before main verb)          



1)Under no circumstances will I do it.

2)At no time was the President aware of what was happening.

At no time, under no circumstances, 

in no way, on no account, on no 

condition follows inversion.



To such a degree did he make a noise that people 

rebuked him.

To such an extent, to such lengths, to such a point, 

to such a degree etc. follows inversion. 



Away   he   went. There she goes!

Subject   Main verb Subject Main Verb

Away/ here/ there + sub 

(pronoun) + verb



Away went  Rahul. There  goes Venessa.

Main verb  Subject Main verb Subject

Main verb + subject

Aux. + main verb  +  subject

Here/ there / away follows inversion.
