




CONDITIONAL SENTENCES:

To express ability, possibility or permission –

COULD or MIGHT may be used instead of 

WOULD, but you cannot use MAY or CAN, 

in TYPE III conditional.

 If she had been there, she could have 

helped you. (ability).
