RULE : If singular nouns are joined by AND, 

and ONE or MORE THAN ONE are 
preceded by – EACH/ EVERY/ NO-
take a singular verb 

 Each girl and each boy of this class is sincere 
enough.

 Every Tom, Dick and Harry wants to become a 
doctor.



1. Each children was reading a different 
book.

Correction- Each child was reading a different 
book.

2. There were four books on the 
table. Each book were of a different 
colour.

Correction- There were four books on the table. 
Each book was of a different colour.



RULE : EACH OF – takes plural pronouns/ 

determiners + plural noun and the 
Verb is SINGULAR.

 Each of you is intelligent.
 Each of us was ready to take part in the play.



1. Each of the guides have a different 
group to show around the museum.

Correction- Each of the guides has a different 
group to show around the museum.



RULE : However EACH can also be used in 

the plural form if a plural subject is 
placed before it.

 we each have different problems.



1. The workers each has  set of 
problems to say to the owner.

Correction- The workers each have  set of 
problems to say to the owner.



RULE : SUBJECT VERB AGREEMENT WITH-

 MANY
 A GREAT MANY
 A GOOD MANY

 Many have applied for the job.
 A great many actors are coming to the party.



1. There are only one thousand students 
in the school, a good many is fairly 
intelligent.

Correction- There are only one thousand students 
in the school, a good many are fairly 
intelligent.



RULE : SUBJECT VERB AGREEMENT WITH-

MANY A / AN

 Many a leader has come to attend the 
function.



1. Many a student are appearing for the 
exam today.

Correction- many a student is appearing for the 
exam today.



RULE : SUBJECT VERB AGREEMENT WITH-

WITH
ALONG WITH
AS WELL AS
NO LESS THAN- we follow the verb 
according to the first subject.

 Suhani as well her sisters has done her exam 
well.

 He together with his friends is coming today.



1. All the teachers as well as the 
principal has decided to meet the 
M.L.A. of the area today.

Correction- All the teachers as well as the 
principal have decided to meet the 
M.L.A. of the area today.

2. The politician along with the 
journalists are expected tomorrow.

Correction- The politician along with the 
journalists is expected tomorrow.



RULE : SUBJECT VERB AGREEMENT WITH 

ONE OF THE- is followed by a plural 
noun/ pronoun- and takes a singular 
verb.

 One of the candidates has not appeared to 
take the exam.



RULE : SUBJECT VERB AGREEMENT WITH 

ONE OF + NOUN is followed by a 
relative pronoun, then the verb after 
the relative pronoun is plural.

 One of the candidates who have not appeared 
to take the exam has not come.



1. Every chair and every table is the room 
were in order.

SOLUTION- was in order.



2. I am used to many guests everyday but 
there was none today.

SOLUTION- were none today



3. He is one of the best novelists that has 
ever lived, do you agree?

SOLUTION- have ever lived.



4. Each of the students whom I have chosen 
to take part in the cultural programmes
to be performed in the city hall are up to 
the mark.

SOLUTION- is up to the mark.



5. Over half of the domestic flights was 
delayed because of bad weather 
conditions.

SOLUTION- were delayed
