Jahandar Shah /STgieR 3118 1712-13

Mirza Mu'izz-ud-Din Beig Muhammed Khan more commonly known

as Jahandar Shah.
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Jahandar Shah was appointed as Vizier of Balkh in 1671 by his
grandfather, Aurangzeb.
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Jahandar Shah led a frivolous life, and his court was often enlivened
by dancing and entertainment.
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His favourite wife was Lal Kunwar, who was a mere dancing girl.
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He gave the title of Mirza Raja to Jai Singh.
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In the time of Jahandar Shah jajia tax was abolished..
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Farrukhsiyar / w&@E=R 1713-19

Farrukhsiyar defeated Jahandar Shah with the aid of the Sayyid
brothers (Syed Abdullah Khan, Syed Hassan Ali Khan Barha).
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Posthumously, he was known as "Shahid-i-marhum" (the martyr
received with mercy)
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Banda Bahadur was killed by Farrukhsiyar.

RAFI UD-DARAJAT / Tt 35-a%Tta 24 FEB — 4 JUNE 1719
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He succeeded Furrukhsiyar on 28 February 1719, being proclaimed
Badshah by the Syed Brothers.
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The previous emperor Furrukhsiyar was deposed by the Syed
Brothers as he had tried to maintain his independence.
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Rafi ud-Darajat died of Tuberculosis at Agra, 6 June 1719.
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His time Period was Shortest.
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Rafi ud-daulah / THY 32-€16T 6 june- 17 september 1719

He takes the title of Shahajahan II..
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His coronation took place at Diwan-i-Khas of the Red Fort.
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Just like his younger brother, Shah Jahan II was chosen by the
kingmaker Sayyid brothers and yielded no power.
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He died on 17 September 1719 at Bidyapur. He was buried beside
Rafi ud-Darajat at the dargah of Qutbuddin Bakhtiar Kaki.
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MUHAMMAD SHAH H&w< 31T8-1719-48

Nasir-ud-Din Muhammad Shah born name was Roshan Akhtar .
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His pen-name was Rangila ("ever joyous'") and he is often referred to
as "Muhammad Shah Rangila".
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Syed Abdullah Khan was murdered at Fatehpur Sikri in 1720 and
Syed Hassan Ali Khan Barha was fatally poisoned in 1722.
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During the reign of Muhammad Shah the Persia ruler Nader Shah
attacked India in 1739.
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During the reign of Muhammad Shah, Nijamulmulk established
Heydrabad.
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
