» Article 368 in Part XX of the Constitution deals with powers of Parliament to
amend the Constitution and its Procedure.

» The Parliament cannot amend those provisions which form the “basic features”

of the Constitution. This was ruled by the Supreme Court in the Kesavananda
Bharti case in 1973.
