1476. Aficionado (n) 

 Meaning- fan (अनुकरणकर्ता) 

 Key- रफ़ी CEO 

 Trick- रफ़ी CEO के बहुर् सतरे Aficionado हैं | 

 Example:- Every man and boy in Spain is an aficionado of bullfight. 

1477. Affliction (n) 

 Meaning- a cause of pain or harm. (कष्ट) 

 Key- फ्रिक्शन 

 Trick- फ्रिक्शन के कतम में बहुर् ही Affliction होर्त है | 

 Example:- Poor people in affliction will be supported. 

1478. Affix (v) 

 Meaning- attach or stick (जोड़नत) 

 Key- फ्रिक्स 

 Trick- इसे फ्रिक्स करके Affix कर दो | 

 Example:- Panels to which he affixes copies of fine old prints. 

1479. Affinity (n) 

 Meaning- liking or inclination toward something (आकर्ाण) 

 Key- आपकी नीफ्रर् 

 Trick- आपकी नीफ्रर् में बहुर् से Affinity फ्रबन्दु है | 

 Example:- He had a special affinity with horses. 

1480. Affiliation (n) 

 Meaning- association with an organization (संबंधन) 

 Key- आप िी ले लो son 

 Trick- आप िी ले लो son और हमतरे बेटे कत उस organization में Affiliation करत 

दो | 

 Example:- This group has affiliation to the society. 

1481. Affectation (n) 

 Meaning- pretended behavior to make an impression (बनतवटी बर्ताव) 

 Key- affect 

 Trick- affect होर्त है मुझे रु्म्हतरे Affectation वतले व्यवहतर से | 

 Example:- The affectation of a man who measures every word for effect. 

1482. Affable (adj) 

 Meaning- friendly (मधुर भतर्ी) 

 Key- आप able 

 Trick- आप able हैं लोगों से Affable रहने में | 

 Example:- An affable and agreeable companion. 

1483. Advent (n) 

 Meaning- the arrival of a notable person or thing. (आगमन) 

 Key- ये went (गये) 

 Trick- ये went (गये) नहीं हुए है, Advent हुए हैं | 

 Example:- The advent of television. 

1484. Adjunct (n) 

 Meaning- addition; help (जोड़, सहतयक) 

 Key- adjust 

 Trick- adjust मर् करो, कुछ और कतम Adjunct कर लो | 

 Example:- Computer technology is an adjunct to learning. 

1485. Adherent (n) 

 Meaning- supporter or follower (समर्ाक) 

 Key- आधे rent 

 Trick-  पररवतर के आधे लोग rent पर रह रहे है, Adherent बफ्रनए उनकत | 

 Example:- He was a strong adherent of monetarism. 

1486. Adept (adj) 

 Meaning- very skilled or proficient at something. (कुशल) 

 Key- अडॉप्ट 

 Trick- फ्रजनकी हर चीज हो जतर्ी है अडॉप्ट, ऐसे लोग होरे् हैं adept. 

 Example:- He is adept at making this design. 

1487. Addendum (n) 

 Meaning- something conjoined, added (जोड़) 

 Key- रैंडम 

 Trick- रैंडम र्रीके से कुछ और Addendum कर दो | 

 Example:- He did not make any addendum to this. 

1488. Adapt (v) 

 Meaning- make (something) suitable for a new purpose; modify. (अनुकूल 

करनत) 

 Key- अडॉप्ट 

 Trick- अडॉप्ट करके मैं इसे सभी के फ्रलए Adapt कर दूंगत | 

 Example:- Hospitals have had to be adapted for modern medical 

practice. 

1489. Ageism (n) 

 Meaning- age-based discrimination  (वृद्धों के प्रफ्रर् अनुफ्रचर् व्यवहतर) 

 Key- aged 

 Trick- aged लोगों के सतर् हमें Ageism नहीं करनत चतफ्रहए | 

 Example:- Ageism in recruitment is an increasing problem. 

1490. Antsy (adj) 

 Meaning- agitated (व्यफ्रर्र्) 

 Key:- आंटी  

 Trick:- आंटी Antsy प्रर्ीर् होर्ी हैं | 

 Example:- He is antsy in nature. 



 
1491. Abscission (n) 

 Meaning- the natural detachment of parts of a plant, typically dead 

leaves and ripe fruit (अलगतव) 

 Key:- अब session 

 Trick:- अब session से गलर् लोगों को Abscission फ्रकयत जतयेगत | 

 Example:- Leaf abscission in trees. 

1492. Apparition (n) 

 Meaning- a ghost or ghostlike image of a person. (फ्रपशतच) 

 Key:- आप रतशन 

 Trick:- आप रतशन चुरत कर भतग गये, फ्रकर्ने Apparition हैं आप | 

 Example:- A headless apparition. 

1493. Acquiescent (adj) 

 Meaning- ready to accept something without protest (रतजी) 

 Key:- आपके संर् 

 Trick:- आपके संर् हर बतर् के फ्रलए Acquiescent हो जतरे् हैं | 

 Example:- His acquiescent mood. 

1494. Awkward (adj) 

 Meaning- clumsy, inelegant (बेढंगत) 

 Key- आपकत कुवर 

 Trick- आपकत कुवर बहुर् ही Awkward हरकरे् करर्त है | 

 Example- Some awkward questions. 

1495. Autonomous (adj) 

 Meaning- independent (स्वर्न्र) 

 Key- ऑटो में नतम 

 Trick- ऑटो में नतम लगवतदो की हम Autonomous हो चुके हैं | 

 Example- The federation included sixteen autonomous republics. 

1496. Amuse (v) 

 Meaning- entertain; make laugh (मनोरंजन करनत) 

 Key- ये मूस 

 Trick- ये मूस सभी कत Amuse कर रहत है | 

 Example- He made faces to amuse his girlfriend. 

1497. Ambiguous (adj) 

 Meaning- having more than one meaning (अस्पष्ट) 

 Key- अम्मी 

 Trick- अम्मी को सतरी चीजें अब Ambiguous फ्रदखर्ी है | 

 Example- Ambiguous phrases. 

1498. Angst (n) 

 Meaning- feeling of anxiety (फ्रचंर्त) 

 Key- अगस्र् 

 Trick- अगस्र् में हमें बहुर् ही ज्यतदत Angst होर्ी है | 

 Example- The existential angst of the middle classes. 

1499. Anxiety (n) 

 Meaning- worry, tension (फ्रचंर्त) 

 Key- इस सोसतइटी 

 Trick- इस सोसतइटी के लोगों के बतरे में हमें बहुर् ही Anxiety हो रही | 

 Example- He felt anxiety while preparing for the exam. 

1500. Doughty (adj) 

 Meaning- brave and persistent (बहादुर) 

 Key- daughter 

 Trick- daughter मेरी बहुत ही Doughty है | 

 Example- She has been for many years a doughty campaigner for 

women’s rights.
